Renewable energy provides food for thought in Stonehaven
 

 

With energy prices still riding high in an unstable economic climate, businesses in the North East are looking more and more to alternative fuel sources. An event in Stonehaven will help them decide if renewable technology can really save them money.

Entitled 'Could Renewables Work for You?' the event will also include a tour of

the 1.2 MW biomass boiler at Macphie, the first of its kind in Scotland.

 

"Energy prices are becoming more and more of an issue, especially for smaller businesses," commented Jo Paulson of the Business Environment Partnership. 

 

"Although people know that renewables provide an alternative source of energy, they want to know which one in particular they should look at for their sites, and what

the payback is. The Macphie site visit and talks from the experts at renewable energy consultancy and project development company RD Energy Solutions will give delegates a great insight into what is involved in installing and operating renewable technologies."

 

Macphie Chief Executive Alastair Macphie said: "We continually strive to make improvements in our environmental performance. Faced with spiralling energy costs, we wanted to go down the route of clean, sustainable energy sources. Our investment in biomass makes economic and environmental sense and will reduce our CO2 emissions by 2,100 tonnes annually."
