Businesses to stop food waste eating away at their profits

Food waste can constitute as much as 70% of the waste generated from businesses. With landfill tax now at £32 per tonne (due to increase again next year), food waste can take a hefty bite out of company profits. 
An event in Aberdeen this month will help businesses to reduce costs associated with food waste by presenting alternative solutions to landfill. Entitled ‘Food Waste Synergie Workshop’, the joint National Industrial Symbiosis Programme (NISP) and Business Environment Partnership (BEP) event will focus on matching businesses with food waste with local solution providers.
“The facilities available within the Aberdeen area to recover food type wastes are arguably the best in Scotland” commented Nigel Holmes of NISP who is organising the event in partnership with BEP.
“In-Vessel composting facilities, from Keenan Recycling and Grays, recycle food waste to produce compost, and a biogas site in Turriff produces gas which drives turbines and produces electricity. These provide options for not only different types of biodegradable materials but also potential opportunities to reduce waste management costs.”
Food waste is becoming an increasing area of focus for businesses due to increases in landfill costs, especially in the current economic climate. With a recent announcement from the Scottish Government that an extra £18 million will be available to encourage progress towards Scotland becoming a ‘zero waste’ society, now is the time for businesses to act.
