Federation of Small businesses backs Scottish Environmental Placement Programme

BRITAIN’S biggest business organisation is backing an initiative to help companies save millions by going green.

The Federation of Small Businesses (FSB), who have 210,000 members in 33 regions and 230 branches nationwide, has agreed to sponsor an innovative student programme.

The initiative matches companies with students who spend eight weeks working on environmental projects.

Now in its eleventh year, the scheme has already generated almost £9million in cost savings, diverted more than 58,000 thousand tons of waste and cut CO2 emissions by 11,400 tonnes.

Andy Willox, the FSB’s Scottish Policy Convenor, said: “This innovative scheme produces real results for students and businesses.”

Gregor Murray, Executive Director of The Green Business Partnership, said: “The FSB’s contribution will ensure that the profile of the scheme is raised throughout the country.”

Applications from companies and students are now open with projects due to take place in July and August.
